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Dacono voters elected Kevin Plain and Nicho-

las Vogel as city councilmembers.  Kevin Plain 

is serving his third term in office. Plain currently 

serves as the City Council representative on the 

Planning Commission.   Councilmember Plain 

lives in the Sweetgrass neighborhood.  Nicho-

las Vogel fills the seat vacated by Joe Baker 

who did not run for re-election. Vogel has re-

sided in the Sharpe Farms subdivision since 

2012. Vogel is employed at Ball Aerospace. 

Both terms will run until November 2016.
